Instructions for using the web server demo

In order for the demo to work under IIS the following settings should be set:

1- Create a new physical folder and copy the demo files to it, make it a Virtual Web Folder and make the following sub folders in it: images, uploads.

2- Copy the image files needed by the demo to image folder.

The image files are: 

Image1.cmp, Image2.cmp, Image3.cmp, Image4.cmp, Image5.cmp, Sample1.cmp, Sample2.cmp, Sample3.cmp, Sample4.cmp, Sample5.cmp and LEAD.jpg

The image an sample files can be copied from the LEADTOOLS Images folder. The LEAD.jpg file can be found in the same folder as the ASP demo.

3- Right click the Virtual Web Folder that contains the demo and choose properties from the popup menu and follow the following instructions:

A - Choose Web Directory tab (see figure 1)

Under the Access Permissions section check both the boxes Read, Write.

Under the Permissions section choose the combo box Execute (including scripts).

B - Choose Directory Security tab (see figure 2)

1-Under the Anonymous Access and Authentication Control Section, 

       2-Bush the button Edit, the Authentication Window will appear.(see figure 3)

3-Under the section Select one or more authentication methods for this resource check the box Allow Anonymous Access.

C - Choose HTTP Headers tab (see Figure 4)

Check the box Enable Content Expiration.

Under the Content should section choose the box Expire Immediately.

General Notes:

Note 1:

Ensure that the user IUSR_MACHINENAME has read, write and modify rights on the images and uploads folders, else the user  will get a permission denied error when the FileSystemObject tries to create or delete a file.

Note 2: 

The upload Folder is used for temporarily uploading files, once the files is uploaded it is deleted automatically by the ASP Code, this means there is no need to clean files uploaded from users. 

Note 3:

Be sure to change the directory CONST’s defined in the Upload.asp and the Demo.asp files.

Note 4: 

The images Folder:

1- For long term basis the images used in the demo as Server  Images are kept     here.

2- The images used for titles are kept here too.

3- For each user there will be a currently manipulated image, that a user apply image processing techniques on, after a user is no longer connected to the server, only one image is left, it hold the user session ID and has the format jpg, as users connect to the server many images will be accumulated on this folder, so the network administrator should clean those images with time to preserver wasted space, this is due to the ASP bug that does not fire the event Session_OnEnd.
